TRAINING THE AWARD WINNERS OF THE FUTURE

POWERFUL STUDENT PLAY ‘TERITORY’ RECIEVES AWARDS AND ACCOLADES AT WORLDS BIGGEST ARTS FESTIVAL

Acting students from Arts Educational School London have showcased some of the talents developed at the school by producing a stunning display of Reuben Johnson’s ‘Territory’ at the Edinburgh Fringe Festival. Along with the praise and respect of their peers and industry professionals alike, they also came home with some of the events most prestigious awards.

The Fringe is an open an open arts festival which allows anybody to perform, ranging from the biggest names in showbiz to the performers in the street. The Fringe has been a springboard for young talent for many years now.
Play writer Reuben Johnson lead the 12-strong cast drawn from current students training at Arts Educational School London in a gripping play that depicts the struggles endured by a group of youths in a world fuelled by peer pressure and knife crime. In taking the script from page to production Reuben enlisted the help of talented producer and fellow classmate Victoria Brittain. Together they created a raw and heartfelt production that not only provides enthralling viewing but also conveys a pressing message that so many others have failed to deliver. Reuben described how he went from spectator to star in the space of a year;

‘Victoria and I visited the festival last year as spectators and it was an amazing experience with a terrific atmosphere. I had an idea for a play I wanted to write, and being amongst such a wealth of talent at ArtsEd, and with Victoria’s producing experience we decided to go for it…..and it paid off’

With his maiden script Reuben’s play ‘Territory’ won the NSDF emerging artists award which is awarded to the very best of student new work from the Fringe. To complement this achievement the play also achieved NSDF awards for best ensemble and best producer. The NSDF has never before given a commendation for best producer, but the outstanding proficiency of Brittain’s’ producing lead to The Fringe creating the award for her contribution to the festival.

As a result of the show’s success ‘Territory’ has had a vast number of theatres interested in the show for touring, and literary agents and companies are currently battling to sign Reuben as a writer. Although Victoria and Reuben have already started planning future projects through their newly created Fiddy West Productions, they want to make the most of 'Territory' first.  This will start with the transfer they won in Edinburgh to the Pleasance in Islington where four performances of ‘Territory’ will be conducted during September. This production would not have been made possible if these students had not been recipients of DADA awards, a government scheme to ensure that the most talented students are funded through a vocational training.
