Award winning playwright and former Arts Educational School London student Helen Kluger has showcased some of her skills honed at the school and broken new ground by writing and recording the first ever play created specifically for internet download. Audio play, ‘Goose’, is the compelling story of two women, two lives about to change and is directed by Celia de Wolff. Taking ‘Goose’ from the page through to production Helen teamed up with her long term colleagues and friends Imelda Staunton and Tessa Peake-Jones. Together they created a unique production that allows superb writing talent and great dramatic talent to be exposed to a worldwide audience.  

Having already achieved considerable success, with work performed regularly on BBC Radio 4 & the World Service, plus being involved in the independent radio company, Tight Assets Theatre Company, Helen embarked on a quest to experience total control over her plays, and saw the internet as the perfect medium to achieve this.

‘I love radio,’ she says, ‘I love writing for radio and the freedom it gives you artistically to roam and explore without constraint. I realised that the internet also has that freedom and is a great place to offer original work that could bring new audiences to drama. I love the idea of audiences being able to download plays, as they would do music, to listen to whenever they like.’ 

Helen’s success is part of an endless list of accomplishments achieved by Arts Educational School London Alumni which includes a multitude of prestigious talent. Previous students such as, Julie Andrews, Will Young, Darcy Bussell, Bonnie Langford, Bruce Forsyth and Catherine Zeta-Jones, amongst others, have all gone on to reach the highest levels in their respective fields. In approaching its 90th anniversary Arts Educational Schools London will be celebration the successes and achievements of our ever growing Alumni.

Helen Kluger has written 15 plays for BBC’S Radio 4, and World Service Radio.

The subject of her plays include a comedy about synchronised swimming,

a husband and wife variety act, the wives and girlfriends of footballers, looking 

for love in London, the relationship between a famous actress and her understudy, 

and a meeting on a train in the Czech Republic between a holocaust survivor and

a British ex soldier. This last play was called: ‘Rukulibam’, and won an award at The New 
York Radio Festivals, and was an Independent Newspaper choice of 1995.

Helen was part of an Independent Radio Company called: Tight Assets Theatre 

Company with Gillian Bevan and Tessa Peake Jones. The Company produced 

several plays, including Helen’s play about a Bridge playing couple, starring 

Barbara Leigh-Hunt and Richard Pasco.

She has written for the stage and fringe, including: ‘Honey, You’re Talking Through Your 

Hat!’, a two-hander about Louella Parsons & Hedda Hopper (written with Elizabeth Romilly)

which won an Arts Council new writing award, and ‘Better In My Dreams’, which was directed 

by Sylvia Syms. She has two screenplays with film companies.
